Protocol:
As of 1 January, 2011, Hungary is leading the rotating presidency of the Committee of the European Union. As part of the tasks related to the presidency, the Hungarian Employment Service is organizing the Presidency PES conference to be held on 28-29 April, 2011 in Budapest. The topic arching over the presidency trio is youth employment. The specific sub topic of this event is the improvement of the availability of services, the inclusion of young people in active programs, the promotion of workplace creation via the Employment Service. To present one such tool in practice, the event „European Youth Job Fair” is organized on 29 April, 2011 (Friday) between 10 and 18 in the Corvin Shopping Mall. 
The Head of PES of the member states (plus EEA countries), social partners, representatives of the Employment Directorate of the European Commission, the leaders of the county labour centers, and, as guests, the leaders of West Balkan PESes participate on the event.
Nora Lengyelné Varga gave an overview of the schedule of the 28-29 April conference and job fair. 

Following this, Michal Nycz presented the campaign of the 2020 flagship initiative of the European Commission „Youth on the Move”.
To present the new information campaign of the European Commission, a 300m2 tent will be set up on 29 and 30 April on the Futó street side of the Corvin Walk. The tent can accommodate about 15 stands where youth-related partner organizations, networks are expected. All of the partners present in the meeting confirmed their participation (1-2 persons per organization) on the two-day event (on the 29-30th).
The tent is open the same time the job fair is (from 10 am to 8pm).

There will be no job fair on the 30th of April, only the Youth on the Move tent will be open.

The technical organization, the coordination of tasks of „Youth on the Move” will be done by the contracting partner of the EC: TeamWork (Cynthia, Stéphanie). The Hungarian coordinator, the contact person towards the partners, who organizes the professional program of the tent and informs the partners is Gabriella Wentzel EURES advisor, NEO.

Agnes Bradier gave an overview of the „Youth@Work” program. The European Commission would like to announce the „Youth@Work” program as related to the „European Youth Job Fair” in a press conference. The essence of the program is the support of small and medium sized enterprises that employ/are willing to employ young people from other member states. This new initiative supports the employment of young people, their becoming entrepreneurs, their training, voluntary employment. The announcement of the above event is coordinated by the contracting partner of the EC: MOSTAR and FERLING. The announcement will be made as a press conference, a Business Breakfast and a panel discussion.

The press release and the organization of the press conference is important. The companies involved in the organization cooperate in this. The press coordination will be done by the leader of the VM-COM company, Ákos Nagy. Participants in the media organization: The Hungarian Representation of the EC (Beáta Jancsi), Teamwork, Mostra, Employment Service.
After this, the participants surveyed the locations: the Corvin Shopping Center and the Corvin Walk.

Discussion in the office of the Employment Service: 

The topic of the afternoon discussion were the technical, professional issues regarding the 29 April event:

· toast with champagne in the tent as a closure to the Press Conference – costs covered by MOSTRA
· there will be presentations during the day (held by partners or employers, EURES advisors present in the fair, according to their wishes)

· there will be a common lunch for the participants of the job fair, the exhibitors of the tent and the participants of the Press Conference between 12-3 pm on the 1st floor of the shopping center, in room X-Factor. Costs are covered for the job fair participants by EURES Hungary. For the other participants, costs are covered by MOSTRA.

We cannot proceed with the organizing work until the above issues are clarified, so we await the prompt response of the Commission. The content of the „Youth@Work” program is especially important as the press conference, the business breakfast and the panel discussion are based on this.
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
